HOW MUCH SLEEP IS ENOUGH?

It is widely recognized that sleep is important for children's health andeslig and that
longterm lack of sleep is associated with a wide range of negativétheatcomes. But

do children actually need?

A study from the National Sleep Foundation recommends that children agiRl years
sleep for 1611 hours per night. A stly from McGill University in Montreal adds that whe
children aged seven to eleven sleep a single hour less than usual, they exhibit inci

behavioural problems, including irritability, frustration and difficulty paying attentidhof
these add unneessary challenges to the learning process.

Tiredness results in reduced functioning of the prefrontal cortex including exec
functions involved in the control of attention and emotion, including difficulties w
focussed attention, low threshold toxpress negative affect, and difficulty modulatir
impulses and emotions. We have all experienced this at some point, and recognise
not the optimal condition for learning.

So how can we ensure that children receive optimal amount of sleep each?nigie
National Sleep Foundation has these tips:

1 Teach schoehged children about healthy sleep habits.

1 Continue to emphasize need for regular and consistent sleep schedule and be
routine.

1 Make the child's bedroom conducive to sleefdark, cool and giet.

Keep TV and computers out of the bedroom.

1 Avoid caffeine.
